Tammie called the meeting to order, and reiterated our concerns about the reoccurring “Indirect Costs” which are
applied as a yearly expense for the management of the Echo Community Benefit Plan by the County. George answered

our question by explaining that the practice is consistent, and the general protocol for services rendered.

Tammie reported that Kevin Fife is working on a bid to present to the Walking Trail Committee for labor on Phase 2,
and is hopeful that it will be completed this summer.

Prospective new windmill projects were discussed which will, undoubtedly, provide additional funds in the future.

Robert Pahl sent a copy of the latest spreadsheet, stating that we currently have a balance of $54,796.97 available for
grants. Only one entity applied for funding this go-around:

e Echo Rural Fire Protection District: (1) $4,800.00 for 6 new pagers for the First Responders
(2) $5,990.00 for 8 handheld thermal cameras to be used in fires

Total Approved: $10,790.00
(This should leave us with 544,006.97)
e Two grants are scheduled to expire 12/31/21; Walking Trail, Phase 2 - $21,604.00
City of Echo, Historic Fire Display Update - $5,000.00

WHEREAS on January 1, 2010, the Echo Community Benefit Plan
was formed by the Board of Commissioners;

WHEREAS the purpose of the Echo Community Benefit Plan 1s to
serve as a conduit entity to allocate and distribute certain funds
made available for local community projects, services or other
benefits within the geographic area defined by the boundaries of
the Echo School District, and initially is funded from payments
received for the Echo Windfarms Project pursuant to the Community
Services Fee provisions of the Oregon Strategic Investment Program
that began in 2009, and which will continue to 2024;

WHEREAS the Echo Community Benefit Plan Board reviews grant
requests for the funds and makes a recommendation to the Board of
Commissioners for review and approval;

WHEREAS the Echo Community Benefit Plan Board has made
recommendation of $10,790.00 for recipients of 2021 grant for the
funds received from the Echo Windfarms Project with an approximate
balance of $55,000;

WHEREAS on January 6, 2021, the Echo City Walking Trail
Committee was awarded a grant of $25,000 for Phase 2 of the Walking
Trail Project; the board has recommended that the deadline for the
remaining balance of the grant, $21,604, be extended to December 31,
2022;

WHEREAS this 1s the first round for 2021 grants.

NOW THEREFORE, the Board of Commissioners orders:

A_. The following distributions of Echo Community Benefit Plan
funds are approved:

Echo Fire Department - $10,790
Pagers, cameras
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The projects and improvements are to be completed by December
31, 2022. Each recipient shall execute acknowledgment for awarded
funds. Funds will be distributed on reimbursement basis to
recipients upon request and verification by recipient.

B. The deadline for the grant awarded pursuant to Order No.
BCC2021-004 to the Echo City Walking Trail Committee for Phase 2 of
the trail project is extended to December 31, 2022, for the
remaining funds of $21,604.
