TO ESTABLISH THE BOUNDARY IN QUESTION, IT WAS NECESSARY TO SUBDIVIDE THE ENTIRE SECTION. WE
FOUND AND TIED ALL FOUR SECTION CORNERS AND THE WEST QUARTER CORNER. THE SOUTH, EAST AND
NORTH QUARTER CORNERS WERE NOT FOUND AND WERE COMPUTED BY SINGLE PROPORTION METHODS. THE
REMAINDER OF THE SECTION WAS SUBDIVIDED ACCORDING TO STANDARD BLM PROCEDURES.

THE SECTION CONTROL FOR THE SURVEY WAS PERFORMED USING TRIMBLE 4000ssi DUAL FREQUENCY

GPS RECEIVERS OPERATING IN THE REAL TIME KINEMATIC MODE. CORNERS WERE SET USING A SOKKIA SET 3b
ELECTRONIC TOTAL STATION HAVING STANDARD ERRORS OF 3" ANGULAR AND 3mm +3ppm TIMES THE
DISTANCE.
