NARRATIVE reference.

The perimeter was established from the following three controls: The Southern
boundry was established by 2005 located Center Section line of the control part

of this survey (see sheet 1 of 2). The 1984 Happy Trails Subdivision Eastern line
established the boundry for the main part of the West line. The remaining North
West boundry, Northern boundry, and Eastern boundry was estaplished by the

1938 Department of Agricultural Biological Survey of the McKay Creek National
Wildlife Refuge and Heservoir boundry.

Beginning at the East 1/4 corner of Section 10, located at the West base of the
current fence corner, The Brass cap witness corner is 0.01 chains South and 5 inches
helow of the top face af the record 1917 basalt stone, which lies 9" below the
surface of the ground. Set a Umatilla County Survey sign, and a bearing object sign
on the West face of the fence corner.

There was a loose stone found with a "1/4" chisseled on the south face located at
