Thence North 89° 50'47" West., parallel with the
East-West centerline of Section 28 a distance of
242.00 feet; thence South 0° 17'36" East, parallel
with the East line of Section 28 a distance of
180.00 feet; thence South 89° 50'47" East, parallel
with the East-West centerline of Section 28 a
distance of 242.00 feet to a point on the West
right-of-way line of County Road No. 1027: thence
North 0°17'36" West, along the West right-of-way
line of County Road No. 1027 and parallel with the
East line of Section 28 a distance of 180.00 feet to
the true point of beginning for this description.

NARRATIVE OF SURVEY

The purpose of this survey was to locate and
monument the boundaries of a 1.0 acre homesite for
the Umatilla Reservation Housing Authority. The.
East boundary of the site was located on the West
right-of-way line of County Road No. 1027, which is
parallel to and 30.00 feet West of the East line of
Section 28. The North, South and West lines of the
parcel are located totally within the boundaries of
Allotment C-157. Survey control for the NE 1/4 of
the SE 1/4 of Section 28, and bearings used in this
survey are based on Survey No. 82-67-AX, recorded in
the County Surveyor's Office. The present survey
was made with a 2 man c¢rew using a MAC 1II1-H
infra-red distance meter and a Wild T-16 theodolite.
It should be noted that the parcel surveved will, in
the future, become a Lot in the “Sampson PUD", a
planned unit development under the requirements of
the Land Development Code of the Confederated Tribes
of the Umatilla Indian Reservation. The "Sampson
PUD" 1is now under consideration by the Tribal
Natural Resources Department.
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
