3. HELD A U.S.B.LM. STANDARD 3" BRASS CAP IN G..P. AT THE 1/4 CORNER
BETWEEN SECTIONS 16 AND 21 AS MONUMENTED IN 1965 (SEE COUNTY RECORDS).

4, HELD FOUND MONUMENTATION ALONG THE CENTERLINE OF FOSTER ROAD IN THE
STATE OF WASHINGTON, TO BE ON THE WEST BOUNDARY OF THE SE1/4NW1/4 OF SECTION
18, TOWNSHIP 6 NORTH, RANGE 37 EAST, WM.

5. COMPUTED THE ONE—QUARTER CORNER COMMON TO SECTIONS 20 AND 21 BY
SINGLE PROPORTIONATE MEANS FROM THE FENCE CORNERS REFERRED TO IN ITEMS 1 & 2.
