ESTABLISH THE 1/16TH CORNERS AT THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF THE SOUTH HALF OF THE
SOUTHWEST QUARTER OF SECTION 12 AND THE SOUTHEAST CORNER OF THE NORTH HALF OF THE
NORTHWEST QUARTER OF SECTION 13. THE REBAR MONUMENTS SET ON THE NORTH—SOUTH
CENTERLINES OF SECTIONS 12 AND 13 DO NOT REPRESENT THE 1/16TH CORNER LOCATIONS.
PORTIONS OF THE BOUNDARY BETWEEN THE REBAR MONUMENTS WERE MARKED WITH STEEL
