NORTH, RANGE 27, EAST.

THE INITIAL CONTROL FOR THIS SURVEY WAS NGS HIGH
PRECISION GEODETIC CONTROL NETWORK POINT UMATILLA

RB 0621. A SEARCH WAS MADE FOR NGS HIGH PRECISION

GEODETIC CONTRCL NETWORK POINT HAWK RB 1432 BUT
IT APPEARS TO HAVE BEEN OBLITERATED AS IT FALLS IN
CULTIVATED CROPS.

A VECTOR WAS MEASURED TO THE NORTHEAST CORNER
OF SECTICN 1 TOWNSHIP 4 NORTH, RANGE 27 EAST OF
THE WILLAMETTE MERIDIAN. THIS SAME CORNER WAS
OCCUPIED IN 2002 UNDER A SEPARATE CONTRACT WITH
UMATILLA COUNTY. BOTH VECTORS AGREED WITH EACH
OTHER.

THIS SURVEY WAS ACCOMPLISHED UTILIZING THE TOPCON
HYPER SYSTEM WITH A LEGACY—H RECEIVER. EACH

CORNER AND FEATURE WAS THEN LOCATED OR SET ON A

20 SECOND EPOCH WITH A FIXED SOLUTION.

THE HORIZONTAL DISTANCE TO THE ACCESSORIES FOR
EACH CORNER WHERE MEASURED WITH A TOPCON EDM
AND BEARINGS WHERE MEASURED WITH A BRUNTON
COMPASS WITH A LEAST COUNT OF 1 DEGREE IN
ANGULAR MEASURE.
