PERFORMED IN 1896 IN WHICH |T APPEARS THAT THE DEED CALLS FROM {889, WHEN THiS PARCEL WAS CREATED FROM THE NE
QUARTER OF SECTION 26, WERE CONVERTED TO CHAINS AND MONUMENTS WERE SET ALONG THE EAST-WEST CENTERLINE.
UNFORTUNATELY T ALSO APPEARS THAT IN THE CONVERSION A POSSIBLE ERROR WAS MADE CAUSING THE MONUMENTS TO BE
SET IN INCORRECT POSITIONS, AS NOTED ON THE FACE OF THIS DRAWING. | FIND, AND TIE THE MONUMENTS CALLED ON SAID
