corner. Lot 4, Block 3, Mr. John Thorne, told me that the north corner of Lot 5§ had

been removed and that he had put the pin back as near as he could determine
to where it had been. I found two pins in the ground near this corner. The owner
of Lot 1, Block 9, Mr. Ron Snively said that the pin he remembered was in a
different location than either of the ones I found. It is probable that this corner has been
disturbed because there is a sewer manhole just south of the corner and a power line guy anchor
just north of the corner.

Comparing the measurements to this corner with those between other found original monuments leads
me to concur with the testimony of the land owners that these monuments are not at the corner point.
To re-establish the true corner location it was necessary to find the northwest corner of Block 3.

Both of the monuments at the northwest corner of Block 3 and the northwest corner of the addition were
destroyed by the installation of the power service to Lot 4, Block 3. The remaining original monuments
along the west side of Block 3 have also been destroyed by construction. I found iron pipes near the
corners of Lots 1, 2 and 3. Those pipes had been used to control the construction of the fences for Lot 3

but their discrepancy in position made them unusable for relocating the block corner. To re-establish the
block corner I did a distance - distance intersect holding the record plat distances from the northeast
corner of Lot 2, Block 9 and the northwest corner of Lot 4, Block 2. This resulted in a very good agreement
with ties to the other found original monuments from the Royer Addition plat. I then established the location
of the north corner of Lot 5 by proportionate measurement along the north line of the addition.
To map the location of the fence along the south line of Lot 5 I checked the fence with a plumb line and find
it to be reasonably vertical. I then made my measurements to the top center of the fence. I located the lot line
by holding the found monuments as shown. The 3/4" iron pin at the corner of Lots 3, 4, 5 and 6 is not the original
monument but the construction at this corner makes it apparent that it has been relied on as the corner point. I
therefore held it as the true corner point for these lots.
The existing fence along the south line of Lot 5 has a visible bend in it. I have no information about who installed
the fence, the date of its construction or which lot it was built for.
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
