NARRATIVE OF SURVEY

This survey was performed at the request of Mr. Charles McKee. The purpose of the
survey was to monument the corners of Lot 18, Block 44 of the Reservation Addition
to Pendleton as shown.

In 1975, the City of Pendleton Engineering Department remonumented many of the
controlling monuments in the Reservation Addition. Those monuments have been held as
the control for most of the surveys done since that time and agree very well with the
original dimensions from the Reservation Addition Plat. I held the monuments from the
City survey as shown hereon and proportioned the street intersections for SW 15 and
SW 16th on Emigrant and Frazer. I then projected the centerlines of SW 15th and 16th
streets the record plat distance to the north to locate the North line of Reservation
Addition. I calculated the block lines by holding the record street widths. I then
calculated the remaining lot corners by proportional distances.

Control for this survey was established using a Trimble R7/R8 RTK GPS and the
monumentation was set using a Trimble 5601 Robotic Total Station.
