SURVEY NARRATIVE:

THE PURPOSE OF THIS SURVEY IS TO ESTABLISH THE BOUNDARY OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTY. THE
WESTERLY BOUNDARY WAS ESTABLISHED BY HOLDING THE LINE BETWEEN MONUMENTS FOUND AT THE
NORTHWEST CORNER OF ROD WEATHERSPOON'S PRC™IRTY AND THE NORTH 1/16 CORNER COMMON
TO SECTION 36 AND 31. THE EASTERLY BOUNDARY WAS ESTABLISHED BY HOLDING THE LINE
BETWEEN THE MONUMENTS FOUND AT THE NORTHEAST AND SOUTHEAST CORNERS OF ROD
WEATHERSPOON’S PROPERTY PROJECTED NORTHERLY THEREFROM.

THE LEGAL DESCRIPTION OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTY MAKES BOUNDS CALLS TO THE NORTH LINE OF
THAT TRACT CONVEYED TO THEODORE M. SKUZESKI, ET UX, BY DEED RECORDED IN MICROFILM
R~15, PAGE 588, DEED RECORDS (D1). THIS TRACT NO LONGER EXISTS AND IS DEPICTED WITH A
DASHED LINETYPE. THIS TRACT WAS THUS ESTABLISHED BY HOLDING THE RECORD CALLS PER SAID
MICROFILM. THAT TRACT OF LAND DESCRIBED IN DEED (D2) WAS THEN ESTABLISHED BY HOLDING

THE RECORD CALLS THEREBY ESTABLISHING THE NORTH AND SOUTH LINES OF THE SUBJECT
PROPERTY.

UNRELATED TO THE SUBJECT PROPERTY BUT NOTED AS POTENTIALLY SIGNIFICANT TO NEIGHBORING

BOUNDARIES, THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF ROD WEATHERSPOON'S PROPERTY IS NOTED IN MULTIPLE
SURVEYS AS BEING A 1-1/2" ALUMINUM CAP ON 5/8" REBAR, SET BY KRUMBEIN IN (R5). AT SAID
SOUTHWEST CORNER IN ADDITION TO FINDING AN ALUMINUM CAP WE FIND A 2" DIAMETER PIPE +2'
EAST. ORIGIN UNKNOWN. THE 2" PIPE SEEMS TO FIT THE RECORD BEARINGS AND DISTANCES BETTER
THAN THE ALUMINUM CAP (NOTE: NEITHER THE ALUMINUM CAP NOR THE 2" PIPE APPEAR TO HAVE
BEEN DISTURBED). DIMENSIONS TO BOTH THE ALUMINUM CAP AND 2" PIPE ARE THEREFORE SHOWN
HEREON. FOR CLARITY, THE 2" PIPE IN 4" PIPE BEING THE EAST QUARTER CORNER OF SECTION 31,

IS THE POINT DIMENSIONED TO FOR ALL RELEVANT MAP DIMENSIONS. [T IS NOT OUR INTENTION TO
RESOLVE THIS DISCREPANCY AT THIS TIME.
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
