THIS SURVEY WAS PERFORMED TO MONUMENT THE
EXTERIOR BOUNDARY OF PARCEL #3 OF PARTITION PLAT
#1e88-05, U.C.8, #E8-22-0,
A POSSIBLE FUTURE LAND PARTITION OR SUBOIVISION,
THE PARCEL WAS NOT SURVEYED QR MONUMENTED BY
PLS#951 IN 1998, AS IT IS LARGER THAN 10 ACRES.

IN SURVEYING THIS PARCEL, THE NORTHERLY RIGHT-
OF-WAY LINE OF THE U.S.R.S5. FEED CANAL WAS
DETERMINED BY MEASURING THE BOTTOM OF THE DRY
CANAL AND OFFSETTING 50.00 FEET NORTHERLY OF THE
CALCULATED CENTERLINE. THE SOUTHEASTERLY
RAILROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY LOCATION WAS DETERMINED
BY OFFSETTING 150.00 FEET SOUTHEASTERLY FROM THE
CENTERLINE OF THE TRACKS AS PHYSICALLY MEASURED
IN THIS SURVEY (THE CALCULATED DISTANCE FROM THE
SOUTHWEST CORNER OF SECTION 7, ITS LOCATION
DETERMINED FROM MY PREVIQUS SECTION BREAKDOWN
SURVEY, U.C.S. #96-120-C, NORTHERLY ALONG THE WEST
