CORNERS OF THE CORIGINAL GOVERNMENT SURVEYS UNDER ORS CHAPTER 209.070 (5) AND (&)}, TO
PROVIDE AN OREGON CORNER RESTORATION FORM, AND TO ESTABLISH 83/91 SECOND ORDER OREGON
NORTH ZONE STATE PLANE COORDINATES ON THE CORNERS AT TWO MILE INTERVALS THAT FALL WITHIN
TOWNSHIP 1 NORTH, RANGE 29, EAST, WILLAMETTE MERIDIAN, UMATILLA COUNTY, OREGON.

THE TOWNSHIP WAS FIRST SURVEYED BY DAVID P. THOMPSON UNDER CONTRACT NO. 83 DATED JULY
22, 1859. MR. L.F. CARTEE WORKED ON THE TOWNSHIP UNDER CONTRACT NO. 88 DATED MaAY 11,
1860. MR. STEPHEN K. HADDOCK REESTABLISHED THE TOWNSHIP CORNERS IN APRIL OF 2005.

THE INITIAL. CONTROL ON THIS PROJECT WAS NGS HIGH PRECISION GEQDETIC CONTROL NETWORK POINT
ALKALI RB 1403. A VECTOR WAS MEASURED TO THE FOUR FOUND TOWNSHIP CORNERS THAT MR.
HADDOCK HAD SET FOR VERIFICATION. CONTROL WAS ESTABLISHED WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THE
TOWNSHIP FOR UTILIZATION IN SEARCHING AND OR RECOVERING ALL ONE—QUARTER CORNERS AND ALL
