SUBSEQUENT CORNER MONUMENTATION:

Later, John Arnold set a monument of unknown type at the one quarter
section corner position in his 1882 Plat of Helix. This corner monument | |- ——- =
was obliterated and shown as missing on all surveys until the 2005
reestablishment but the corner position has been perpetuated through
record distances and recovered city monuments at street intersections.

Gory Roberts remonumented the corner in 2005. His corner notes state:
